 There is an annual registration fee of $25. 

 Programme fees are due at time of registration. 

 The Life Skills After School Programme fees are payable via ten post dated 
cheques dated the first of each month September to June. 

 Parent may be eligible for Child Care Subsidy, Special Needs Subsidy and/or  

 Autism Funding.  

 If parents are utilizing Autism Funding this funding does not cover the 
cost of days that children/youth are absent from the programme.    
Therefore, parents will need to cover the cost of absent days. 

 Please supply autism funding confirmation along with registration 

 In the event of an NSF cheque, you are responsible for all bank charges incurred. 
A $35 administration fee will be levied. 

 Programme receipts will be issued at the end of each calendar year. A $25 fee will 
be charged for a duplicate receipt. 

 If a child/youth is withdrawn thirty days notice must be provided or one months 
fee in lieu of notice.

Programme Fees 
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Capacity is based on the individual support needs of the children and youth. In the 
event that a programme is full and a waitlist is created, the families on this waitlist will 
have the first opportunity to register for the next session.

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 If you wish to use HandyDART to transport your child/youth to and from the    
programme, please register with HandyDART. 

 Child Release Policy: Children will be released only to persons 16 years or older 
who have been authorized by the parents or guardians and who are capable of 
caring for the child/youth in a safe manner. 

 Procedure: Parents/Guardians will be asked to list on the registration form, the 
names of those persons authorized to pick up their child/youth. Parents/
Guardians may add or delete persons from this list at any time. If an unauthorized 
person arrives to pick up a child/youth the parent/guardian will be contacted. If 
they can not be reached the emergency contact person will be contacted. 

 Persons who are unknown to programme staff will be asked to produce picture 
identification upon their arrival to pick up a child. If they cannot produce suitable 
identification, the parent will be contacted for verbal authorization before the 
child/youth is released. 

 Copies of relevant legal documents (i.e. custody agreements) will be requested 
from parents/guardians and kept in the child/youth’s file. 

 If the child/youth has not been picked up within 15 minutes of the programme 
end, staff will telephone the parents or emergency contact person. If the staff are 
unable to contact the above and no one arrives to pick up the child within an hour 
of programme end, the MCFD intake social worker will be called.  

 If a person does not appear capable of providing safe care (i.e. appears                
intoxicated) and arrives to pick up a child/youth they will not be released and an 
alternate person on the list will be contacted. Should the parent or emergency 
contact person refuse to allow an alternate pick-up person and the child/youth 
will be consequently placed at risk, the staff will call 911 and MCFD will be          
notified. All such incidents will be documented. 

Arrival and Pick-up Policy 



The following policy has been drawn up to protect all children/youth. We must  
consider the well being of the group as well as each individual child/youth. 

 You are asked to supply the programme staff with the name and telephone     
number of a reliable person who can act as an alternate caregiver for your child/
youth in case of sickness or accident. Should your child/youth become sick at a 
programme activity and we are unable to reach you, this person will be contacted 
to pick up your child/youth. 

 Please ensure that your child/youth’s registration form is up to date and includes 
current contact information . 

 If staff feel that a child/youth should not be participating because of illness, the 
child/youth's family or alternate person will be notified and will be expected to 
pick him/her up as soon as possible. 

 Please notify the staff whenever your child is going to be absent. If your child/
youth is too ill to participate fully in our programme, then he/she is too ill to be 
present. 

 We use the services of Langley Public Health if we feel there is a need concerning 
a child/youth's physical, mental or emotional well being. 

 Please advise programme staff if your child/youth has any dietary or allergy     
concerns. 

Health Policy 

Health Guidelines Arrival and Pick-up Policy 

Children/youth should NOT attend 

when they have: 

Children/youth MAY RETURN when: 

Fever  free from fever without medication for 
24 hours 

Consecutive bouts of diarrhea they have had at least one normal bowel 
movement or have gone 12 hours with-
out diarrhea 

Skin infection, impetigo, undiagnosed 
rash, sore, infected eyes, contagious dis-
ease 

Doctor has written a note of medical 
clearance  

Parasite-related condition such as head 
lice 

treatment has been given. In the case of 
head lice, child/youth must be nit-free 

Acute cold, coughing, running nose/eyes, 
sore throat, green discharge from the 
nose 

symptoms have disappeared or the child/
youth has been on antibiotics for more 
than 24 hours 

Vomiting 24 hours has passed since the last bout of 
sickness 
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The programme has a central Earthquake Kit. It contains water, juice, fruit bars,  
raisins, blankets, flashlights, a radio, emergency blankets, Kleenex and toothbrushes. 
 
Supervised earthquake drills are held at various times throughout the year. 

Earthquake Policy 

Children/Youth’s Records 

 Ongoing records of each child /youth are kept at the office. Records are                 
confidential and can be seen only by that child/youth’s teachers, parents/
guardians.  

 Parents/guardians are responsible for filling out registration and permission forms 
and for advising staff of any information changes.  

Missing Child and Medical Emergency Policies 

Staff and volunteers are trained in our missing child and medical emergency  
procedures. Should an emergency arise, the child/youth’s parent/guardian will be  
contacted by a staff member. If the parent/guardian cannot be reached, the  
emergency contact will be called. 
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Children and adults participating in programme activities will be treated with respect 
at all times. 
 
Positive Behavioural Education is based on the principles of positive behaviour  
support. This policy is in conformance with the Community Care Facilities Act and 
Child Care Licensing Regulations.  
 
Positive Behaviour Support looks at the environment, the relationships and the child, 
with the long term goal of teaching children to manage their own behaviour, which is 
a crucial life skill. The majority of the adult’s energy is focused on understanding why 
the behaviour is happening, what the child is communicating with the behaviour and 
how to teach the child to communicate his/her needs in an appropriate manner. 
 
The policy is designed to keep children/youth and employees safe. All employees are 
trained at the time of hiring and bi-annually thereafter.  
 
Under no circumstances are the following strategies used: 

 Hitting, spanking or otherwise physically hurting a child 

 Depriving a child of necessities such as food, drink, shelter, clothing, access to a 
toilet or safety 

 Scolding, yelling or speaking in a demeaning manner 

 Time out or otherwise isolating a child, or depriving a child of supervision

The Board of 
Directors is a Policy development board and operates on a complementary

Client Rights 

Confidentiality 
 Programme staff will conduct all business in a confidential manner  
 Material kept in your child’s file is considered confidential  
 Material can be released to other professionals only with signed permission 
 Children’s paper records are maintained in fire proof, locked filing cabinets 
 Children’s electronic records are maintained on password protected     

computers 
 

You can request a copy of written material sent out on your behalf. You may 
request to see your file at any time mutually convenient to yourself and to  
programme staff. 
 

Staff will require written consent if you or your family members are to be  
observed, photographed or video taped. You are under no obligation to  
consent to any of these activities. 
 

Duty to Report Abuse 
Legally, individuals must report to the appropriate authorities if any of the  
following occurs: 
 Reasonable grounds to indicate a child is in danger, neglect, abused or in 

need of protection; reportable to the Ministry of Children and Family      
Development. 

 Court order or subpoena. 
 Individual is known to have a communicable disease listed in the            

Communicable Diseases Act; reportable to the Department of Health. 
 Individual is known to have a medical condition that may affect the safe 

operation of a motor vehicle and that individual continues to drive;            
reportable to Police. 

 Individual’s condition or statements indicate that he/she poses serious  
danger to another individual or to the community; reportable to the Police. 

 

Complaints 
You may have cause for concern or disagree with the way in which services are 
provided to your child. Should that occur we encourage you to express your 
concerns with the staff member involved with confidence that such concerns 
will not adversely affect the services provided to your child/youth. 
 
If the matter is not resolved to your satisfaction please speak with the  
programme Supervisor or Executive Director of the Langley Children’s Society 
at 604-534-1155, ext. 101.The Langley Children’s Society will commit to take 
action on all complaints and issues within thirty days of notification of a  
complaint.
